To vote early in-person, registered voters should go to the general registrar’s office for the jurisdiction in which 
they are registered, present their ID and cast a ballot. 
Important dates for the November 5 election cycle:

• Sept. 20 Early voting begins at all general registrar’s offices. 

• Oct. 15 Deadline to register to vote and cast a regular ballot

• Oct. 16 Same-day registration begins. Anyone registering and voting 
                at the same time will have to cast a provisional ballot.

• Oct. 25 Last day to request an absentee ballot by mail or online

• Nov. 2 Last day of early voting

• Nov. 5 ELECTION DAY
